It may have been an ink blot on a piece of paper that 


really sparked her creativity.  Lisa Bailey, a multi-media artist 


at AOSM, says this exercise used by a high school art teacher taught 


her to create a work of art from almost nothing. She likes to use 


different materials – found objects – in her work. She makes her 


frames for her canvases from old window sashes. She’s been known 


to use food dye for color in one of her paintings. 


Her work is abstract but sometimes has a hint of a recognizable shape or theme. One piece, now hanging at the Main Street gallery, is mainly swirling shapes and color but there are some handprints and there are echoes of Native American themes in the painting.  


Bailey studied the more formal types of art – pottery, drawing, painting – in England when she was a young woman. She spent 16 months at Hitchen College, 30 miles outside London. She met her husband of 31 years while she was abroad. After spending a childhood as 


an “Air Force brat”, she vowed to put down roots when she grew up. She has been in her house for over 30 years. She has a 29 year-old daughter and five year old grandson, Alexander.


	“I was doing little craft type things when I joined AOSM,” Bailey said recently, “then a friend of mine, Randy Wix, said ‘go big’ and I did.” Bailey’s work has dynamic rhythms and movement and she says she tries to do some artwork each day. 


	“My dream would be to create every day.” Bailey has worked in the medical field for 27 years and now is a real estate agent. She likes her job because she enjoys working with people but also because she has some freedom about how to use her time and says she does some artwork every night.


Bailey likes to “repurpose” items. She uses many found objects in her work and uses a putty knife to apply mastic, a type of glue, to her canvas. She likes to work with this medium because it’s pliable. Sometimes she uses a turkey baster to drip paint across a painted surface. Sometimes it comes out exactly as she’s envisioned and sometimes it creates something new. “I like the free flowing effect,” she said.


She says she dreams about her work. “I keep a notebook beside my bed and jot down ideas when I wake up.” She believes if she wants to achieve something and puts her mind to it, she can. “I have always been able to fix things”, she said, “I can look at something and go home and make it. When I was a child I thought I’d be a designer.”  But it looks like she’s an artist instead.  Her work can be seen at AOSM, Park East, Pedco, the Marriot Hotel, and Wireworks here in Pueblo.
